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We are on a roll!  I’m getting a feel for where each kinder is, and we’re starting to learn. Just so you know, this is about the time the excitement starts to wear off and kiddos start to miss mom and bulk a little about coming to school.  This is NORMAL. It is also normal for them to come home super tired from trying to behave all day. ( This will improve as time goes on. At school, they are doing awesome!
Field Trip: Please look for a separate note about a field trip. 

Dot-to- Dot: Every Monday when we get to school, there is a Dot-to-dot on the desks, sometimes letters, sometimes numbers. These will get progressively harder. They help with letter and number recognition.
Reading: Our FIRST real reading experience came home yesterday. On the paper with a cat and a dog, we traced the sight words and we all read the paper. When you get a paper like this home, please try to have your child “read” it to you. (I know, a lot of it is pretend reading, but that is where it all begins!)

Lunches:  It’s so hard to judge what your kids are able and willing to eat for lunch isn’t it? If your child is coming home with more than you think they should be, please let me know and I’ll work on that at school.
